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Year-Out Opportunity with Shrewsbury Youth for Christ
As a year volunteer with s-yfc you will participate in Christian schools outreach work by taking part in assemblies, lessons and extra-curricular activities within the Shrewsbury secondary schools and share in the other general duties of the centre.  In addition to the work in schools, there will be an opportunity (if you wish) to be attached to a local church, helping with their children or young peoples’ work. 

Your line manager for the schools’ work will be the Centre Director of s-yfc, and if you are also working in a local church, someone from that church will oversee you. You will also be provided with a personal mentor who will have pastoral responsibility for you and who will meet with you regularly.

In the schools work …
Under the supervision of the Centre Director you will help with the preparation and delivery of assemblies on a range of topics. There will be R.E., Citizenship and P.S.H.E. lessons to prepare and take part in, and you will be involved in running C.U. meetings and lunchtime or after school clubs as well as helping to set up new clubs. 

Optional - If you would like to work in a local church …

You will be involved in the childrens’ and/or youth work, at times to be agreed with the church leadership, but which will probably include Sunday mornings.

From time to time ….

There will be other outreach activities to assist with, or even lead, such as youth meetings at supporting churches, occasional evening and weekend events with visiting bands or performing arts groups.

We would also like you to attend some meetings with supporters of s-yfc and help promote the work of s-yfc. And of course there will be some admin tasks in conjunction with all of the above.

There will also be a variety of other events throughout the year in which you may take part.

What sort of people are we looking for?

You need to have a close personal relationship with God and to be developing this in regular times of personal Bible-reading and prayer. In addition you will currently be a member of a worshipping community.

You must be willing to engage with young people in matters of faith and have a desire to see other young people come to faith in Jesus Christ. You will want to develop personal skills and explore as yet undiscovered ones and you will be a good team player.

Practical Details

Full-time volunteers will be provided with professional youth work training up to a cost of £500, and attendance at the annual YFC Staff Conference (worth £150), or a proportion of those benefits if volunteering for less than 37 hours per week.
You will need to be able to support yourself (for example, by being employed elsewhere for part of the week) and cover accommodation costs.

We will cover the cost of you getting to Shrewsbury at the beginning of the year, returning home and of visiting your home (within UK) at the end of each school term. Travel, training and other work-related expenses will all be covered by s-yfc.
Your appointment will be subject to enhanced CRB check and references.
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
